BIOSKETCH
Uldis Berkis is an Associate Professor in medical informatics as well as a research director at Riga Stradins University. As part of the team of Prof. Modra Murovska he participated in the preparation of EUROMENE COST action. He has worked on relevant research agendas involving biomarker panels and databases, patient records, novel patient registries. Special fields of interest are the integration of novel care methods and social innovations delivering better sustainability of the care systems. Pre-requisite for this type o research is novel approach to disease cost calculation based on real costs, covering also substitution costs of family members, which is rarely taken into account in many EU countries.
As part of EUROMENE COST network joint efforts in socioeconomic burden estimation, novel registries for ME/CFS patients allowing the access to advanced therapies, as outcome based registries are increasingly becoming the absolute prerequisite of public health investment into yet unclear etiology diseases.
As part of the Latvian Framework programme taskforce Dr Berkis participates in the suggesting of pan-European agendas and has contributed to broad participation of Latvia in member-state based initiatives as ERA-NETs. Identification of pertinent areas for ME/CFS research will be substantial part of research and capacity development in the COST action.
Dr Berkis has accomplished teaching tenures on health informatics, statistics and databases, storage systems in medical physics.
